OPEN SOURCE IS A CONDITIONAL LICENSE THAT :

- Requires no signatures

- Requires source code to be published
- Allows Licensee to copy, modify redistribute w/o royalties/fees
- If the licensee abides by the terms set forth in the license.

SPONSORED RESEARCH DUE DILIGENCE

At UMN we are unlikely to release patented
software open source. This is primarily because
we see a patent as an investment in the power to
exclude, open sourcing counters that investment.

When NOT to Open Source!
GPL v3.0 & Apache v2.0 now have a patent clause that
provides a royalty free, non-exclusive patent license to
the licensee if contributed source infringes.
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
